Motion by Cichiewicz, supported by Borden to approve the minutes of May 8, 2008.  Motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Stalmack read a letter from commissioner Hamm stating that he is resigning due to his appointment to the township board.  He was grateful for the experience and stated it was a pleasure working with the members.

The Subcommittee which has consisted of Hamm, Stalmack, Cichiewicz, & Walker have been working on doing some research into our zoning ordinances and what changes are necessary to be made.  The committee has presented a proposal to the commission.

Motion by Kennedy, supported by Cichiewicz to change Section 20.04 (4) Off Street Parking development regulations.    Proposed last sentence to say (The Planning commission shall be able to waive hard surfacing requirements if any or all of the following conditions exist as defined by supporting documentation provided by the petitioner.) Send this to the township board.   Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Kennedy, supported by Borden to change Section 18.30 Stables, commercial and private.  Subsection (D) to say (Animals shall be confined in a suitable fenced area or paddock to preclude their approaching nearer than seventy-five (75) feet to any dwelling.)  Subsection (E) to say (The facility shall be so constructed and maintained that odor, dust, noise or drainage shall not be a nuisance or hazard to adjoining dwellings.)  Send this to the township board.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Kennedy, supported by Swinson to adjourn at 7:30 pm.  Motion carried unanimously.
