Planning Commission Meeting

Minutes

May 8, 2008

Meeting called to order by Chairman Stalmack at 7:00 pm showing present:  Borden, Walker, Clark, Cichiewicz, Hamm, Stalmack, Swinson, Oddy, Deputy Clerk Hurst, Planner Goldkee and approximately 11 residents.

Motion by Hamm, supported by Oddy to approve the minutes of April 10, 2008 meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Motion by Walker, supported by Hamm to open the public hearing for special exception regarding horses at 21088 Wilmot.  Motion carried unanimously.

Les Powell the petitioner spoke.  He addressed the review comments that the planner has submitted.  1) Discussion regarding the site plans not being to scale.  Powell did not feel that he should have had to pay an engineer to draw up plans for his request.   Planner Goldkee stated that site plan needs to reflect which buildings exist and which are proposed and the size of the buildings.  2) Les stated that his neighbor to the south is willing to lease him property to conform to the acreage allowance.  3) Powell stated that he has a letter from each of the neighbors on either side saying that they waive the 75’ rule.  Planner stated that the ordinance states the 75’ rule.  Only the zoning board of appeals can make that decision.  4) The waste is going to be taken off site to a farmer, which will be tilled under ground for fertilizer for crops.  

Mr. Mockeridge spoke stated that he would like to know if this request is granted will the special exception continue with a new owner or will it expire?  The answer is special exception is for current owner it would not continue with a new owner.  

Motion by Hamm, supported by Clark to close the hearing at 7:45 pm.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Swinson, supported by Oddy to recommend approval of the special exception with a revised site plan, submit in writing how the waste, odor, dust and noise will be maintained.  If a lease is obtained then the township attorney must review the lease agreement.  If variances are sought then the Zoning Board of Appeals hearing is necessary.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Cichiewicz, supported by Swinson to adjourn at 8:00 pm.  Motion carried unanimously.
