A. Motion by Swinson, supported by Walker to obtain a copy of the state of Michigan abatement policy and review it at the next meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

B. Motion by Walker, supported by Kennedy to set the public hearing for Grace Conally at 19611 Martinsville for a kennel on November 13, 2008 at 7:05 pm.  Motion carried unanimously.

C. Planner David Scurto spoke and stated that DTE Energy Michcon Gas Pipeline has brought a new detailed set of plans.  Scurto stated that there are several variances that they must obtain from the Zoning Board of Appeals.  Waivers must be obtained from the commission.

Motion by Swinson, supported by Kennedy to have the petitioner go to the zoning board of appeals and ask for the following variances:  

1. Front yard set back of 35’

2. Side yard set back 10’ north & 12’ south

3. Lot area & width

Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Kennedy, supported by Oddy to approve the site plan contingent to with waiving the masonry, providing a perm a hedge and arborvitae, Knox box, move the indirect heater behind the green building, a 6’ fence color coated green/slats with no wire on top, no storage on site, performance standards must be met and a complete revision of plans must be resubmitted. Motion carried unanimously.

D. Motion by Oddy, supported by Borden to TABLE the application for Farmland Open Space Preservation Norlin Investment to check with the assessor’s office as to what they have on the books currently for that property.  Motion carried unanimously.

E. Motion by Kennedy, supported by Walker to set a public hearing for ordinance changes.  Discussion from members stated that they want to see a copy of the changes before the hearing was set.
