Morgan to approve first reading of Ordinance on controlled substances, reimbursement for $2,309.00, approve cost assessment sewer resolution, have building inspector investigate multi apartments and approve attorney’s report.  Motion carried unanimously.

H. Motion by Kennedy, supported by P. Morgan to approve new pay scale for Electrical and Mechanical/Plumbing Inspectors to be paid $45.00 an inspection plus mileage and $25.00 for re-Inspection.  Motion carried unanimously.
